Jenny Fraser PhD, RN, MRCNA  

Senior Lecturer, School of Nursing, Queensland University of Technology  

Program Coordinator Midwifery and Paediatric, Child and Youth Health

Dr Fraser has previously designed and evaluated a program of home visiting to high-risk mothers with newborns using a longitudinal 

Randomised Controlled Trial design. As one of four chief investigators on this project she was responsible for its design and coordination, 

recruiting 181 vulnerable families and following them through to the child’s fifth birthday. Following national and international peer 

reviewed publication of the trial, the program was introduced throughout selected Queensland Health Service districts. Dr Fraser has 

continued with a program of research in preventing child abuse and neglect through work in improving health service delivery for high-

risk parents. Dr Fraser will present strategies for recruiting and retaining participants in longitudinal and randomised trials.

Jan McDowell PhD, RN, MRCNA  

Lee Foundation Fellow in Diabetes Research 

Institute of Health and Biomedical Innovation, Queensland University of Technology

Dr McDowell is an experienced researcher who currently coordinates a series of projects for the Lee Foundation Diabetes Research 

Team that are aimed at improving self-management of chronic disease. She is also a member of the International Partners in Self-

management and Empowerment research group. In addition to her research activities, she takes an active role in teaching doctoral 

students as a supervisor and statistical adviser, as well as mentoring professional research staff. Dr McDowell is an author of two  

book chapters and 14 peer-reviewed publications.

Patsy Yates PhD, RN, FRCNA  

Professor of Nursing, School of Nursing, Queensland University of Technology  

Director Centre for Palliative Care Research and Education

Professor Yates leads a program of research aimed at understanding and improving management of cancer symptoms and treatment 

side effects and has made major contributions to the body of knowledge and practice in this field. She has a strong track record in 

gaining competitive research grants and has published more than 40 refereed publications in a range of the highest impact journals in the 

nursing, medical and social science fields. She has delivered more than 130 presentations at conferences and at other professional and 

scientific events, many as invited speaker. Professor Yates will discuss strategies for building a program of research and optimising the 

outcomes and impact of nursing research activities.

Jenny Abbey BEd(Nurs), PhD, RN, FRCNA  

Professor of Nursing (Aged Care), School of Nursing, Queensland University of Technology. Joint appointment with Prince 

Charles Hospital and Health Service District and supported by Kedron-Wavell Services Club

Professor Abbey is Queensland’s first Professor of Nursing (Aged Care). The position is a joint appointment between three partners, 

Queensland University of Technology’s School of Nursing, The Prince Charles Hospital Health Service District and the Kedron-Wavell 

Services Club. Professor Abbey has been a hands-on nurse practitioner, a union organiser, Assistant Dean Research, at Flinders 

University and a health care consultant. The needs of people with dementia has been an interest of hers for at least two decades. 

Her present research interests are the provision of palliative care for people with end-stage dementia, the impact of aged-care clinical 

placements on undergraduate students, and the assessment and management of pain for people unable to verbalise. 

Anne Chang DipNEd, BEdSt(Hons), MEdSt, PhD, RN, FRCNA  

Professor of Nursing Research (Acute Care) School of Nursing, Queensland University of Technology  

Joint appointment with Mater Hospital  

Director, Mater Nursing Research Centre. Director, Queensland Centre for Evidence Based Nursing and Midwifery

Professor Chang’s research focus is on clinical nursing practice and on testing the effectiveness of nursing interventions in acute and 

long-term care settings. Professor Chang is involved in the conduct of and training for systematic reviews as well as in the implementation 

of evidence into nursing and midwifery practice. She has been successful in obtaining grants to fund research into oral care to reduce 

mucositis, the management of post-operative pain, and psychosocial care of those with stroke, and has more than 50 refereed 

publications.

Glenn Gardner BAppSc (Advanced Nrsg), MEdStud, PhD, RN, FRCNA  

Professor of Clinical Nursing, School of Nursing, Queensland University of Technology  

Joint appointment with Royal Brisbane and Women’s Hospital and Health Service District  

Director, Centre for Clinical Nursing, Royal Brisbane and Women’s Hospital Health Service District

Professor Gardner is Foundation Chair and Director of the Centre for Clinical Nursing at Royal Brisbane and Women’s Hospital and 

leads the design and implementation of a program of nursing practice development for the hospital. Glenn’s research program primarily 

focuses on health service reform and nursing roles. She was lead investigator for the ACT Nurse Practitioner trial and the Australia and 

New Zealand Nurse Practitioner Standards project. Her other areas of research include acute care nursing and comorbid illness in the 

acute care setting. Glenn has published extensively in these areas. Glenn was Editor of Collegian the Journal of the Royal College of 

Nursing Australia from 2000 to 2004.
