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CHAPTER 1 GENERAL PROVISIONS 
 
 
SECTION 1: Eligibility, Enrollment & Effective Date Of Coverage 
This section describes eligibility, enrollment and effective date of coverage for the three types of  
Members listed below. 

All Members must meet eligibility requirements set by the University of Michigan. Certain 
requirements depend on whether the Member is: 

• A Contract Holder 

• Family Dependent 

• Dependent under a qualified medical child support order 

All Members must live in the Service Area unless stated otherwise in this chapter. 

1.1 CONTRACT HOLDER 

ELIGIBILITY 

To be eligible for Coverage, the Contract Holder must do both of the following unless 
stated otherwise in this chapter: 

• live in the Service Area at least nine months out of the year; and 

• meet the University of Michigan’s eligibility requirements. 

ENROLLMENT 

A Contract Holder must enroll within 30 days of becoming newly eligible or during an 
Open Enrollment Period unless otherwise stated in a bargained-for contract. 

NOTE: If the Contract Holder declines enrollment due to other health care coverage, and 
that coverage ends, he/she may enroll if the other coverage was terminated as a result 
of loss of employer contributions or loss of eligibility. The Contract Holder must request 
enrollment within 30 days after the other coverage ends. 

EFFECTIVE DATE 

The effective date of BSC Coverage is the date set by Group Health Plan. 

1.2 FAMILY DEPENDENT  

ELIGIBILITY Dependent eligibility is determined by the University of Michigan. 

ENROLLMENT 

All eligible dependents may be added to the Contract Holder's contract: 

• during the annual Open Enrollment Period 

• when the Contract Holder enrolls 

• within 30 days of a `qualifying event', that is, birth, marriage, placement for 
adoption, qualified medical child support order, etc.
