The Buckeyes, virtually disregarding the passing game and defying the
opposition to hold their powerful line and explosive backs, came close to setting
a new Conference record for.rushing gains, Tbey finished their season with an
average running gain of 309,77 yards per game, Their deemphosis of passing did set
a new record as they averaged iny 12.8 yards per geme on aerialse, The old low was
22 yards, by Minnesota in 1940,

Ls might be expected Ohio was high in the number of rushing attempts as well
as in scoring, but one¢ of the most impressive of the Buckeye statistics was an
average goin on each running play of 5.21 yards,

Purdue, featuring a stout line, ranked first in defensive statistics for the
Conference season, The Boilermokers allowed their opponents 216,45 yards per game,
118 by rushing, which was low for the Conference, and 97.7 by passing,

The Boilermakers reversed positions on offense and defense with Ohio State,
the Buckeyes being fourfh on defense and Purdue fourth in offense, Best balance
was achieved by Michigan State, the Big Ten's Rose Bowl representative, which'
ranked third behind Wisconsin in offense and third behind Michigan in defense,

The Sportans had tho best averagchgain per play, @& net of 5,57 each time they
put the bdll in play by o run or a passSs

Jfmong other factors_in Buckeye statistics was a near recgrd in bzll control.

Ohio Stete fumbled only 1,8 times per game, the record being 1,7 by Illinois in

1939, and gave up the ball only 0.8 times on fumbles, against a record of Oub4
