Exercise 4: 
Data Management

1. Use the permanent version of the brca dataset for this exercise. You can use your version of the dataset, or download it from the web page:

To use the dataset, you need to submit a libname statement to point to the folder where the dataset is stored, for example, if you stored the dataset in your sasdata2 library, you would need to set up a libname statement for sasdata2, as shown below:

libname sasdata2 "c:\temp\sasdata2";

To use the dataset if it is stored in a different location, you would need to use a different libname statement.
2. Make a temporary dataset from your permanent brca data.
a. How many observations were in your original dataset (sasdata2.brca2)?

b. How many observations are in your new temporary dataset? (Check the log for this)
3. Make a subset of the data that contains only women who are in menopause.
a. How many women are in your new dataset?
4. Make another subset of the data that contains only women who were born before January 1, 1940.
a. How many women are in this new dataset?
5. Create a new dataset that has only the IDNUM, STOPMENS, AGESTOP1, and DOB, but has all women in it.
a. How many observations and how many variables are in this dataset?
6. Sort the dataset by IDNUM. Take a look at the data. If you have the dataset open in browse mode, be sure to close your browse window before trying to sort the data.

7. Sort the dataset by STOPMENS and DOB. Take a look at your data. What is the first value of DOB?
8. Get descriptive statistics for your dataset by STOPMENS.

a. Take a look at the descriptive statistics for women in each of the categories of STOPMENS. 
9. Get a printout of the cases in your data where DOB is between January 1, 1920, and January 1, 1930.
a. Take a look in the log and find out how many women were born between these two dates.
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
