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Important Note: If you received a KMS license key from ITS Software Licensing it will NOT work to 
activate Windows computers.   If you have already tried to activate your computer with a KMS license 
key, please skip to the section on Re-registering the Universal Product key and Manually Activating your 
Computer.  ITS Licensing has stopped giving out this KMS license key except to departments that 
specifically request one in order to run their own KMS server. Contact ITS Licensing for more 
information. 

Activate Windows Server 2008, Server 2008R2 and Vista and Windows 7 

There are three ways to activate and license your computer: 

 

 Computers and Servers joined to the UMROOT domain. 
 
Computers of all OS and type are automatically activated and licensed when they are joined to 
the UMROOT domain. 
 

 Computers and Servers that are not members of UMROOT domain. 
 

 Manual activation 
In order to manually register with the ITS KMS servers, you need to run the following 
two commands on each computer. For both 32 bit OS and 64 bit OS run: 
 
Windows Vista and Server 2008 
 
c:\windows\system32> cscript slmgr.vbs –skms mskms.umich.edu 

c:\windows\system32> cscript slmgr.vbs –ato 

 

Windows 7 and Server 2008 R2 
 
c:\windows\system32> cscript slmgr.vbs /skms mskms.umich.edu 

c:\windows\system32> cscript slmgr.vbs /ato 

 

 Register an SRV Record on your DNS Server 
The following U-M Knowledgebase article has instructions how department 
administrators can add SRV records to their departments DNS space so that campus 
KMS servers can be automatically discovered by computers that are not in the UMROOT 
domain.

firewalls, you must open outbound port TCP/1688 to the following servers. Users of the Virtual Firewall

Troubleshooting 

In the majority of cases, you can fix failed activations with the KMS servers by re-registering the 

Universal Product Key using the procedure in the next section and then manually activating your 

computer.

Re-registering the Universal Product Key and Manually Activating your Computer 

 
If you have already tried to license your Win2008 or Windows 2008 R2 server with the KMS key or during 
other types of troubleshooting, you first need to re-register the correct Universal Product Key with the 
following command:   
 

Windows Vista and Server 2008 

 
c:\windows\system32\cscript  slmgr.vbs –ipk {Product Key}
