ter or not, you feel good about the new club, and that 
feeling gives you confidence.  This effect will influence 
your performance significantly more than the change 
in technology of the new club design. “ 

Wouldn’t it be great if golfers suffered from the Pla-
cebo Effect all the time - even with their old clubs, 
balls, and all the other stuff that effects how we play?  
What gives you confidence, what takes it away, and 
how do you look for it when it leaves? 

As I do before each season, this year I am making a 
commitment to play more often even if it’s just a cou-
ple of holes each time.  As I take one of my 10-year old 
clubs out of the bag, I’m going to look at it as if it just 
came out of the box.  As a backup plan, I am commit-
ted to responding to all my shots as either ‘that will 
work’ or ‘next time.’ 

Have a great season and see the May newsletter for 
spring clinics and other programs.  Ben Jo, Radrick 
staff and PGA member, will be joining me in teaching 
this year and I look forward to working with him. 

Greetings and happy 2007 golf season!  I’m 
very excited about returning to Radrick for 
another season.

Throughout the year, I receive a weekly Q&A 
email from Frankly Golf, written by Frank 
Thomas the former Technical Director of the 
USGA.

“Placebo Effect” comes into play when you 
buy something new; whether technically bet-

key role in ensuring that golf courses continue to pre-
serve the nature of the game for present and future gen-
erations.

¨ Be kind to the course: repair ball marks and replace 
divots to help maintain playability. 

¨ Walk, rather than use a cart, when possible.  Walk-
ing promotes physical fitness, healthy turf, and a 
clean environment. 

¨ Look for consistent, true ball roll on greens, rather 
than speed.  Lower mowing heights required for fast 
greens are at the root of many turf and environ-
mental problems. 

¨ Keep play on the course and stay out of natural ar-
eas.  Respect designated environmentally sensitive 
areas and wildlife habitats within the course. 

¨ Use trash and recycling receptacles and encourage 
others to do the same.  If you see trash, don’t pass it 
up…pick it up! 

¨ Appreciate the nature of the game.  Watch for wild-
life as you play and support the course’s efforts to 
provide habitat.  

¨ Educate others about the benefits of environmentally 
responsible golf course management for the future of 
the game and the environment. 

¨ Encourage the golf course be an active participant in 
environmental programs for golf courses, such as 
those offered by Audubon International."
