· Customs and Immigration will ask you questions regarding your purpose of visit, your US address, your major, etc. Keep your answers simple and direct.
· You will be issued an I-94 (a small white card) while clearing customs. Keep it well! You need it to leave the USA.
(  Transportation from Airport (DTW) to Ann Arbor
· Taxi: Book in advance from Singapore or flag on the spot at the airport.
· Have your dorm address ready.

· Bring some cash (~USD 400) for cab, food, bank account setup. Your account will take time to process, therefore you need some cash on hand.
